a. Field Project Presentation PED 697 - Students present a field project that effectively demonstrates their administrative ability to analyze and recommend solutions in an interscholastic athletic organization.  There are five categories in which students will score 3.5 or higher on a four point Likert Scale.
i. Organization of topics;
ii. Topic Content Knowledge detailed and complete;

iii. Presenter makes adaptations to the specific audience (school board, community, etc.);

iv. Use of appropriate professional language and grammar;

v. Delivery is professional and encourages discussion.

a. Leadership Paper PED 691 – Students will demonstrate knowledge of leadership theory.  The Leadership Paper has eight indicators which cover the scope of the understanding of leadership and the skills to construct a well-written graduate research paper.  The students will score 3. 5 or higher on a four point Likert Scale. 

i. Content and vocabulary limited errors;
ii. Conceptualization of key principles and research points;

iii.  Organization of concepts and themes;
iv. Solid well defined argument;

v. Multiple resources integrated into the body of the paper;

vi. Written mechanics evident at a professional level;

vii. APA style evident.

c. Field Research Study Project: Students apply an understanding of individual and group motivation and behavior to build a learning environment and classroom management strategies. The Field Research Study Project provides the opportunity to study in greater depth an aspect of particular academic interest relating to the program outcome.  With the assistance of the instructor, an appropriate topic is selected.  The rubric has four performance levels.  The SLO will be 90% or higher when “excellent” and “good” are aggregated. 
i. Organization of the proposal and its elements;

ii. Design of an action plan for field research;

iii. Description in detail of the project;

iv. Building an effective marketing plan;

v. Displaying financial projections for the action plan.

2) What students learned as documented by learning measurements.  
The M.Ed. Interscholastic Athlete Administration graduates will possess the competencies for administering/managing a comprehensive sports program.  They will be qualified for career positions as athletic directors or head coaches in high schools (K-12), junior and/or senior colleges and universities.  They will also have completed 18 hours Physical Education graduate work which will qualify them to be an instructor in post-secondary programs.  They are also qualified for numerous career positions in private sector sports organizations (i.e. community programs, professional sport management positions, and/or management positions in large multiple purpose arenas. 
3) Documented evidence of what students learned and did not learn based on SLOs. 
What students learned?

 M.Ed. Interscholastic Athlete Administration provides a sound basis in the sub-disciplines in finance, marketing, law, leadership, planning and facility development specifically related to managing multiple purpose sports programs.  
What students did not learn based on SLOs?
As in many programs, our major challenges seem to lie in bridging the gap between the classroom and application.  The required six hours of field work is constantly evolving as a means of achieving this end.  There is a continuing emphasis on helping students develop project proposals for presenting to a school board or a board of directors, both from the standpoint of writing and presentation capabilities.  
4) Evidence of continuing appropriate programmatic SLOs.
The SLOs are developmentally appropriate and real world in their application.  The field work project continues to change in its design as need for change is identified.  The three-day required field trip to the New Orleans Mercedes Benz Superdome (the purpose being oriented to private sector careers in sport management) although not a key assessment helps identify key areas for improvement of curriculum offerings.  
5) Evidence of programmatic revision or improvement for weak results on SLOs. 
There were no weak results in the SLOs.  All SLOs’ key assessments were met or exceeded.  The delivery of curriculum is moving to an online environment.  Presently the curriculum is hybrid with a movement to being offered as a fully online degree program.  This year the program was able to upgrade the quality of the New Orleans field trip due to new contacts within the New Orleans area.  Contacts have been made with the NFL Players Association relative to promoting this degree program for retirees and current players who wish to pursue a master’s degree in sport management.
